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YOHANE PAULO II WOYERA SUKULU YA MKAKA 
 

MPULULA  
 
Mpulula is situated along Zomba-Balaka road about four kilometers from the Boma. At 
Mpulula, it is where you can find one of the nursery schools built by Andiamo Trust.  
The school was opened on 7th November 2007. Meanwhile, the school has more than two 
hundred fifty pupils. 
 
There are many projects which are being carried out at present time. There is a refectory 
under construction. This is to help the pupils to be comfortable during their meals. For 
the time being, the pupils are using their hall as a refectory. With the construction of the 
new refectory, it will help their hall to look tidy and beautiful since it will not be used for 
meals any more. This will also show proper use of the resources the institution possesses.  
 
There is not only a refectory which is being constructed. But there are also two kitchens 
which are in use as of now. One kitchen uses firewood while the other is a modern one, 
which uses electricity (it has electric stoves). This has been done to make sure that natural 
resources should not suffer munch but in the case of electric faults they should not have 
power problems. The two kitchens help much the cooks to prepare palatable and food of 
high quality. The high quality and testy foods at the school are being prepared by six 
cooks at the campus. Such is the number to make sure that pupils should take well 
prepared meals to avoid some diseases that may be caused due to poor food preparation. 
To ensure security at the campus, there are four watchmen to keep an eye all over. They 
not only stay idol and watch but they also help in cleaning the surrounding. 
 
In some cases pupils may have some problems in using the lavatories. In such 
circumstance, there are also pit latrines under construction to insure hygiene. The school 
on its own could not generate income for all these projects. For existence of these 
infrastructure under construction to find its way to Mpulula it’s because of the 
sponsorship of Anna Capelli.  
 
The school currently has seven teachers. It gets munch of its generations from its mother; 
Andiamo Trust for it can’t withstand on its own. All the resources that the Cooperative 
provides to the communities; are there to improve living standards of people. Andiamo 
thought that it is proper and wise to achieve these objectives through various projects it 
introduces in different communities.

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NANCHOLI PRIMARY SCHOOL 
 

 
Nancholi Primary School is located in a very remote area, about 5 kilometers off 
Lilongwe-Zomba road just after Liwawadzi River. The road to Nancholi primary school 
passes by Ng’onga sub-parish where there is also a full primary school, about 8 
kilometers from Balaka. The school, which is located within Ng’onga hills, was formerly 
a whole shack separated into individual class rooms, a condition that was pretty 
unfavourable for learning. During rainy seasons, it was exasperating for children to go to 
the four-class roomed school because the shed that housed them used to leak, leaving the 
dusty floor completely wet and muddy. In several instances, classes were abandoned 
thereby disturbing the academic calendar.     
 
Today, the story is different! Nancholi primary school is wearing a new face. Andiamo 
Youth Cooperative Trust, with the help from Michele and friends from Milan, Italy are 
changing the lives of the people of the area. Nancholi Primary school has now a well-
built school block with classes from standard 1 to standard 4. Another school block with 
a staff office attached to it is under construction. Upon completion, the school expects to 
accommodate more that 400 children from the current population of 190 pupils. In total, 
there shall be 8 class rooms, thereby catering pupils on all levels.  
 
According to the headmaster a Mr. E. M. Ladu, the development has been of a big impact 
on the lives of the people of Nancholi. The expectation is that the children in the 
proximity will no longer walk to schools such as Ng’onga and Makanjira, which all fall 
within the radius of about 5 kilometers. Bearing in mind the age of the children, the 
distances covered were too much.  
 
There are currently nine builders doing the job. They are happy with the way Andiamo 
provides them with building materials and expect to complete the project by the end of 
October.

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CHIKHULUPIRO HEALTH CLINIC 
KAPANDATSITSI 

 
A good community is recognized by its quality and reliable resources it contains. For a 
community that has a school and all basic facilities for a human being, it does not leave a 
lot to be desired. 
 
Kapandatsitsi is a village which is found about nine kilometers, branching off at 
Chikombola, between Chiyendausiku and Balaka. For a long time, people of 
Kapandatsitsi and the surrounding community had to travel such a long distance to 
Chiyendausiku where they had to find a Health Clinic. Alternatively, they had to make it 
to Balaka District Hospital, where they had to add some more kilometers for the already 
traveled nine kilometres. But as it is expected, all these problems will not be there due to 
the coming of the Health Clinic. 
 
Upon seeing how disadvantaged the people of Kapandatsitsi are, the Pang’onopang’ono 
Association thought it wise to help the people by constructing a Health Clinic in the 
community. The building is near completion as the floor and electricity installation i.e. 
wiring have already been done on the building. So far what is remaining is to fix louvers; 
to paint inside the rooms, and to do other final touches for the house to be fully 
completed. The infrastructure is strong enough to withstand different weather conditions. 
There are fifteen builders (workers) in total to ensure that the work should be done as 
quickly as possible. 
 
The Clinic is expected to offer various services like Voluntary Counseling and Testing 
(V.C.T), Medical assistance, Malnutrition services among others, services that were only 
offered at Balaka District Hospital. Plans to construct staff houses are intact just to make 
sure medical services are at hand.

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CHIMWEMWE NURSERY SCHOOL 
MBERA 

 
Chimwemwe Nursery School is a dream, the Italian group Pang’ono pang’ono decided 
to realize in Malawi, especially in the region of Balaka. Chimwemwe Sukulu ya Mkaka is 
situated in Mbera about 12 kilometers north of Balaka. Currently, children have already 
started using the premises, which has three class rooms, a hall and a beautiful play 
ground just in front of it.  
 
Electric cooking utensils are already planted, water pipes fixed, septic tanks constructed, 
and a huge fence surrounds the building.  However, there are still some minor things to 
be worked on. At most, washrooms i.e. toilet seats and shower rooms need to be fixed, 
electricity installed, and ceiling fixed as well. Importantly, there needs to be a water tank, 
a project that is likely to shape up upon drilling own water.    
 
There are five teachers, eight cooks, and five watchmen. Mr Murowere is the head person 
at the nursery school.

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CHIKONDI NURSERY SCHOOL 
“Chikondi Sukulu ya Mkaka” 

 
Chikondi Sukulu ya Mkaka is located in Toleza just behind Toleza catholic sub-parish, 
about a kilometer North of Toleza farm. The school blocks are currently under 
construction and this has taken about a year since the commencement of the project. 
Currently, there are ten builders erecting the six blocks the school is going to have. 
Among the blocks are a refectory, a recreation hall, classrooms, a guard house, and two 
kitchens-one outside and another one to use electric cooking materials. 
 
So far, there are few things remaining to make the project complete. These include 
windows and doors installation, roofing, and maintaining the floor.

The house is yet 
to be finished as there are few things to work on such as laying a good floor, fixing doors 
and windows, as well as installing electricity.

This is done through the 
provision of good and quality education equipment and environment.  
 
This dream of making it possible for conducive environment for the Education Institution 
for its youths could not be achieved by the Cooperative on its own. This has been realized 
when Franco, Claudo, and Severino and friends from Italy constructed a dormitory for 
boys at Andiamo Technical school Campus. They saw how students were troubled in 
time of rainy seasons as they had to travel about 700 metres, all the way from the main 
Andiamo Campus to the Technical campus to have their classes. The dormitory as of now 
is at roofing stage which also contains a room for the boarding master. To enhance the 
comfortability of the students, there are also lavatories behind the dormitories. What’s 
remaining is to fix showers in the bathrooms.  
 
For the workshops, project sponsors foresaw the need to have all the needed learning 
equipment in one campus. Hence, students shall no longer have to travel to main 
Andiamo Campus where their workshops are currently based. This could bring 
hullabaloo to their lessons sometimes and it could also take time to get settled. Now this 
could mean that, the Technical school part is settled because in the near future it will be 
one campus and no mambo jumbos for students since the refectory is just behind the 
Technological Pole. 
 
There are also plans to construct another hostel and a secondary school behind the “Get 
up, stand up” offices.
